Pastor Fred Zimmerman of St. Bartholomew Lutheran

Wolverines come from
behind to edge Spartans
In dramatic OT

The Michigan State University football team hasn®won a
football game at the University of Michigan since 1990. The
Big House has been a place of bad memories for the Spartans
and this year they were looking for an opportunity to knock
their rivals out of the Big Ten Championship race. A victory
would also give the Spartans control over their own efforts to
win the Big Ten and even possibly get to a big time bowl
game.

The Spartans came into the game with a record of 4-3
and with the momentum of a huge win over the Minnesota
Golden Gophers at East Lansing. Michigan brought a 7-1 re-
cord and a tight race for the Big Ten Championship. The
Spartans started the scoring and set the tone early wanting to
establish the running attack when Senior running back DeAn-
dra Cobb took an inside draw 72 yards for a touchdown. The
Michigan offense answered back with a 7-yard TD run. Hart
finished with 224 yards rushing, his third consecutive 200
yard game. The Spartans regained the lead when quarterback
Drew Stanton hit pay dirt on a 5-yard touchdown run.

In the second quarter, MSU upped its lead when kicker
Dave Rayner hit a 22-yard field goal. However, tragedy struck
for the Spartans in the second quarter when Stanton went
down with a shoulder injury. Before his injury, Stanton had
bamboozled the 3rd ranked rush defense of Michigan by rush-
ing for 80 yards and throwing for 95 yards. Without their
quarterback to lead them, the Spartans felt momentum shifting
over to the Wolverines. The momentum continued its gradual
turn when Michigan kicker Garrett Rivas hit a 34-yard field
goal with 49 seconds remaining in the half. The Spartans went
into the locker room with a 17-10 lead.

The third quarter turned out to be a defensive stalemate
as both teams defenses held the others scoreless. In the 4th
guarter the scoring erupted. Rayner hit a 19-yard field goal
with 13:30 left in the quarter, followed by a 64-yard touch-
down run by Cobb that put the Spartans up 27-10. Cobb fin-
ished with a career high 205 yards rushing and two touch-
down runs. The game looked as if it was out of reach for the
Wolverines, but they proved that it was far from being over.
With 6:27 left in the game, Rivas hit a 24-yard kick. The Wol-
verines then recovered an onside kick. No sooner had they
started the drive when quarterback Chad Henne hit receiver
Braylon Edwards on a 36-yard TD pass. Edwards made an
athletic catch by jumping over the MSU defensive back and
catch the ball from behind. This brought the score to within a
touchdown for the Wolverines. After a quick defensive stop,
the Wolverines once again looked to Edwards when he caught
a 21-yard TD pass to tie up the score. As time expired MSU®
Rayner had a chance to win in with a 52-yard field goal. But
Rayner was kicking into the wind and came up short on the
try. The game would come down to overtime, the first ever in
the Michigan-Michigan State rivalry. In the first overtime pe-
riod, both teams settled for field goals to send the game into a
second overtime. The Spartans took the ball first and Jason
Teague punched it in from 3 yards out. The Wolverines an-
swered back and threw the ball to Jason Avant for a 5-yard
touchdown, sending the game into a third overtime period.
The Wolverines scored first when Henne found Edwards on a
24-yard crossing route for the TD. The Spartans then were
stopped on four downs to lose a heartbreaker 45-37.

The Spartans ground game shredded the tough U of M de-
fense for 368 yards. However, they couldn®finish the game
and fell short to a powerful team. MSU linebacker Ronald
Stanley, a Saginaw native, summed up the game by saying,
"We fought to the end, and it® no doubt we should have won
that game. We just came up short, but | think we earned a lot
of respect today."
