Unfortunately, it
seemed just that, a scheme to make Nickelodeon some
dough.

The movie looked quite promising at first, opening with
aridiculous mab of pirates on alarge ornamented blue ship,
the live action pirates followed a running gag in the televi-
sion show. The pirates are so overjoyed to find tickets to go
see the Spongebob Squarepants movie that they break into

song, singing the now famous Spongebob Squarepants
theme song in ridiculous harmonies. A cute idea, but the
first example of the plague that later seem to be the movie's
foundation, gimmicks.

Spongebob first begins with the opening of a new
Krusty Krab fast food restaurant, the place of Spongebob’s
employment as afry cook. He is turned down the promotion
to manager, which he has been expecting since the an-
nouncement of the second restaurant. Disappointment is felt
when he is refused the position. This throws Spongebob
into a state of depression and low self-confidence, which he
revisits throughout the movie.

The problem however is that he is assigned the task of
saving the crown of Neptune, king of bikini bottom. He and
his friend Patrick, the starfish, go on the journey to the for-
bidden Shell City, where the evil plankton has taken the
crown.

From this point on the movie strays from the often witty
humor of the cartoon into a barrage of sight gags and gim-
micks. The animation was impressive looking, but they
tended to take advantage of the bigger budget and extended
working period by making excessive and pointlessly ran-
dom animations of almost any emotions felt by the charac-
ters. It looked good, and it was even hilarious at times, but |
missed the clever one-liners and unusual references often
made in the show that the movie lacked.

When Patrick and Spongebob finally reach famously
dangerous Shell City, they find that it's a gift shop on the

shore, out of the seawater where they are used to living.
This was used as an opportunity by animators to combine
live action with animation, attempting to pass it off as some
kind of scientific and modern wonder, when, in fact, it was
nothing we hadn’'t already seen in Mary Poppins, or The In-
credible Mr. Limpet. The gimmicks reach an al time cli-
max, but not in the good sense of the word, when former
Baywatch hunk, David Hasselhoff showed up. At this point
the plot nearly fell apart in a not so subtle attempt to rush
the movie along.

Spongebob quells the antagonist, Plankton, with a
dightly awesome, yet desperately random rendition of “I
Wanna Rock” by Twisted Sister. It seemed like a last ditch
effort to stitch up the plot which had no ending, and not at
al restrained way to appeal to the adult audience that the
creators knew they had. It would have been a more enjoy-
able movie if they had made it less obvious which group
they were trying to appeal to at any given time. The movie
needed to blend together better more like the cartoon show,
which seamlessly appealsto al different audiences at once.

Turning a haf-hour cartoon show into a feature
length film presents its share of difficulties, but | believe
this movie could have been done much better. It had its
share of laughs, some even hilarious moments. But the fact
is it should have been bound together better. This movie
will serve its purpose with the children, but the older fans
may find some good laughs but will possibly be dightly un-
satisfied and disappointed by the movie as awhole.

Wisconsin's dream about playing in the National Cham-
pionship is over, and the Big Ten Championship is in
Michigan's hands if they win in Columbus next week. It
was a close game, up until the halftime break, where the
Spartans stopped the Wisconsin offense four different plays
on the 1-yard line to keep their 21-14 lead going into the
locker room. Then, on atrick onside kick to start the second
half, MSU recovered it, and Wisconsin never came back.

It was Seniors’ Day, on the Spartans’ last home game of
the season, and the Seniors, and the rest of the players,
coaches, and fans were just hoping that it wouldn't be a
blowout.

Wisconsin scored on their first drive of the game, on a
45-yard touchdown run by Anthony Davis. Davis finished
the game with 128 yards. To me, this looked asiif it was go-
ing to be a long day for the Spartan’s who have had two
tough losses in the past weeks, and wanted to rebound. It
wasn'’t that good for them.

But | was wrong. Jason Teague broke loose, but didn’t
get loose enough, running for a 45-yard run that set up a
four-yard pass from Damon Dowdell to Eric Knott that
came a little later in the series. After Wisconsin went three-
and-out and they looked to punt it back to the Spartans.
Marshall Campell for the Spartans blocked the punt, and
Travis Key picked it up in the end zone and just like that the
Spartans had a 14—7 lead over the highly favored Badgers.

Early in the second quarter, Matt Bernstein carried the
ball nine yards into the end zone to tie the ball game, 14-14.

The Spartan’s tried to use some trickery against the
strong defense of the Badgers. Damon Dowdell acted asiif it
were going to be a halfback toss, so he tossed the ball to
Teague, but it was actually aflea-flicker. Teague tossed it to
Aaron Alexander and went out for the pass. Alexander hit
him with a 30-yard touchdown pass.

Nearing the end of the haf, Wisconsin was close for
scoring a touchdown. They got all the way to the 1-yard
line. MSU stopped them three times, and a gutsy call to go
for it on fourth down was snuffed out by Kevin Vickerson.

MSU tried more trickery to start the third quarter by a
sneaky onside kick that was recovered by Michigan State
receiver Kyle Brown. Also the people in the stadium
(including myself) rose to their feet, and cheered on the
Spartans quarterback as Drew Stanton, who had separated

his shoulder two weeks ago in Ann Arbor. MSU scored on
that drive on a one-yard run by Jehuu Caulcrick. He finished
the game with 147 rushing yards on 13 carries. Spartan’s
scored again in the third on a 31-yard pass from Drew
Stanton to Matt Trannon. Stanton finished the haf he
played 3 for 5, 44 passing yards, and 24 rushing yards.

It didn’t look to good for the Badgers, being down
35-14 going into the final quarter, and even got worse when
DeAndra Cobb broke loose on a 55-yard touchdown run on
an inside draw play. Cobb finished the game with 78 yards
on 5 carries. Jason Teague capped off the manhandling of
the Badgers on a 1 — yard touchdown run. He finished the
game with 115 yards on 17 carries, and also his 30 receiving
yards and two total touchdowns.

Wisconsin was a team, who only allowed 9.1 points
a game, and 86 rushing yards. MSU scored 49 points, 430
rushing yards, and 551 yards of total offense. Damon
Dowdell had a 61-yard run on MSU® second possession,
which was the longest run allowed by the Wisconsin de-
fense this season.

Wisconsin head coach commented on his thoughts
of the outcome of the game "The most disappointing thing
was that | expected us to take another step today. | expected
us to play alittle better than we did last week. But we just
didn® | don®know why, | just can®put my finger on it. We
practiced well al week and we prepared well all week.
Guys didn®seem to get focused. Y ou have to give Michigan
State credit.”

On the other hand, MSU coach John. L. Smith in his
opening statements said, “What a great day! What a great
deal for our seniors and they® remember that the rest of
their lives, their final game at Spartan Stadium. When they
left the locker room, we talked to our players about the
emotional deal and how they better lay it on the line for
these guys. They never get to go out of this stadium again.
They never get to put on this uniform again, your home uni-
form and walk out there. They played hard and they played
with their heart and soul. | thought our coaches did a great
job to prepare them. Things in the game happened for us.
Once we got the snowball going and got momentum, it was
agood deal. We pulled out a couple of tricks as well, but we
had to do everything we could do and it worked."

chine or it won't take your money and you have to walk
down to the cafeteria to fix the problem, and | don’t think
having mad students will help anything!

| interviewed Mr. Boehm, the head of the food staff, to
see what his side of the story was on the vending machine
prices and why they are as high as they are.

His reasons for the changes and highness of prices is
that, first of all, a half pint of milk that cost $0.25 last year
and raised to $0.35 this year is because last year they had to
pay $0.29 for one half pint, and the school was actually los-
ing money instead of making a little for the sale. Candy is
as high as it is, because the food staff has to go to stores,
like Meijer, and buy the candy in bulk, then go back to
school and place it in the vending machines for us to buy.

So thereis alot of work that goes into getting you your
candy bar, and the state places taxes on these items that we
don't even readlize. Also, the food staff offers alot of things
for us to use for free that we usually take for granted, like
napkins, forks, plates, condiments, as well as microwaves
and toasters to use. These things all need energy to be used
and energy costs money.

Mr. Boehm says that the food staff always tries to keep
the costs of nutritious foods down or about the same, so stu-
dents can get the proper nutrients they need. And the vend-
ing machines are also aways open, so if the cafeteriaisn’'t
open for another hour, you don’t have to starve.

Finally Mr. Boehm says that if you, the worried student,
want to make any suggestions about food choices, or have
any comments, you can tell them to him and he’d be happy
to help you if he can.

The key forwards for the Spartans are Junior center Paul
Davis, who has been catching the eyes of many NBA
scouts, Sophomores Drew Naymick and Delco Rowley and
a group of incoming Freshmen, Marquise Gray, Goran Su-
ton, and Idong I bok.

The Spartans enter the season with the #13 ranking in
the Associated Press Poll, the #10 ranking in the ESPN
