There are 
seven preliminary charges that were out lined in the arrest 
warrant. They are: the killing of religious figures in 1974; 
gassing of Kurds in Halabja in 1988; killing the Kurdish Bar-
zani clan in 1983; killing members of political parties in the 
last 30 years; the 1986-88 ©©Anfal©© campaign of displacing 
Kurds; the suppression of the 1991 uprisings by Kurds and 
Shiites; and the 1990 invasion of Kuwait. Although these are 
not formal charges placed against him, those will be worked 
out over the next few months.  

This is all they will tell us about where he is, that he is in 
a safe location where he will stay, awaiting his trial under 
strict guard.  

So in answer to our question where are they hiding Sad-
dam? No one really knows for sure. �
